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WHY SHOULD YOU ATTEND 
THE MEMPHIS SCHOOL OF PREACHING LECTURESHIP?

March 30 - April 3 are the dates for 
the “Fifty-Eighth Annual Memphis 
School of Preaching Lectureship.” 
Lord willing, this will be a great time 
of Bible preaching and wonderful 
fellowship. Many Christians will come 
from various parts of the United States 
(and sometimes from other parts of 
the world) to be present. We cordially 
invite you to come and profit from 
this week of Biblical preaching and 
teaching. You will be glad you were 
present. Why should you attend this 
year’s Lectureship? 

BECAUSE GOD’S TRUTH WILL 
BE PROCLAIMED. The world is in 
great need of hearing and obeying 
the truth. To some, “truth” is simply 
what they subjectively wish. Some 
stand in doubt about what constitutes 
truth. Long ago, Pilate asked, “What 
is truth” (John 18:38)? Jesus tells us 
that truth is God’s Word. In His prayer 
to the Father, He prayed, “Sanctify 
them through thy truth: thy word 
is truth” (John 17:17). Truth (God’s 
Word) is an objective standard and 
can be known. Jesus stated, “And ye 
shall know the truth, and the truth 
shall make you free” (John 8:32). The 
Memphis School of Preaching intends 
to preach and uphold the truth of 
God’s inspired Word. “All scripture 
is given by inspiration of God, and is 

profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in 
righteousness: That the man of God 
may be perfect, throughly furnished 
unto all good works” (2 Timothy 3:16-
17). 

BECAUSE OF THIS YEAR’S 
THEME. The overall theme of this 
year’s Lectureship is “TEACH ALL 
NATIONS.” Bible students recognize 
the theme comes from Jesus’ 
commission given to His apostles, 
“And Jesus came and spake unto them, 
saying, All power is given unto me in 
heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, 
and teach all nations, baptizing them 
in the name of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching 
them to observe all things whatsoever 
I have commanded you: and, lo, I am 
with you alway, even unto the end of 
the world. Amen” (Matthew 28:18-
20). The sermons will remind us of 
our responsibility to teach God’s Word 
to all nations and to every creature 
(Mark 16:15). 

BECAUSE OF AN OPPORTUNITY 
TO ENCOURAGE OUR 
BRETHREN AS WELL AS BE 
ENCOURAGED PERSONALLY. 
God admonishes us to “exhort one 
another” (cf. Hebrews 3:13). Early 
Christians were to consider one 
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another to provoke unto love and good works 
(cf. Hebrews 10:24). Christians do this when 
they assemble on the Lord’s Day. Christians 
also have other opportunities to exhort their 
fellow Christians, such as Bible classes, Gospel 
Meetings, and Lectureships. My wife and I were 
privileged to attend the Memphis School of 
Preaching from 1975 -1977. I was introduced 
to the MSOP Lectures during my first year in 
school. We were greatly encouraged then, and 
we are still greatly encouraged today. If you are 
an alumnus of MSOP, may I encourage you to 
join us this year? Let us encourage you in your 
work, and you will encourage us. On Monday 
evening, there will be a “Teach All Nations 
Dinner,” where people will be informed of 
the good work done in various locations.
